genders thirty washington d c women united in protest and refused to pray in the basement of the mosque which was their designated area of worship instead they decided to
attend prayers under the same roof as the men during worship this seemingly simple act of protest was frowned upon the imam of the mosque declared that the allocated rows
were for men only the presence of women in the rows resulted in the delay of the obligatory friday prayer that is mandatory for men in islam through these incidences it is clear
that an investigation of a new architectural expression within the confinement of the religion for women driven spaces needs to be conducted
